WRIF “Chicken Wing Eating Contest”
Spring Boating Expo

Official Rules
How to Enter for a Chance to Win

This contest will run from 3/5/10 through 3/13/10.  There will be two ways to qualify to participate in the WRIF wing eating contest at the Spring Boating Expo.  1) WRIF Cybercrew members can log on to the members page at wrif.com and complete the survey to be entered into the contest.  Listeners will have until 11:59pm on March 11th to enter the contest.   15 qualifiers will be selected at random from all eligible online entries received.  Qualifiers through this method must register at the WRIF booth inside the Spring Boating Expo at Rock Financial Showplace in Novi on Saturday, March 13 by 1:45 pm to be eligible to participate in the contest.    2) Register on-site at the WRIF booth inside the Spring Boating Expo at Rock Financial Showplace in Novi on Saturday, March 13th beginning at 12pm.  The first 5 people to sign up will be entered into the contest.  Must be present to qualify.  If any of the 15 pre-qualified website contestants do not register at the WRIF booth by 1:45pm, then additional participants will be allowed to enter on-site on a first come, first served basis until there is a total of 20 qualifiers ready to participate.  

The total 20 qualifiers will then participate in a “Wing Eating Contest”.  The contest will take place between 2:00pm and 3:00pm on Saturday, March 13th.  No substitutions allowed; qualifiers who do not participate will forfeit their chance to win the grand prize.  Contestants will be given 20 chicken wings in “mild’” wing sauce.  The contestant who finishes the 20 wings in the shortest amount of time will be declared the winner.  Judges will look to make sure that most of the meat has been removed from the wings; excessive remaining meat, as determined in the judges’ sole discretion, will result in disqualification.  Contestants who suffer a “reversal of fortune” and/or visible urges contrary to swallowing (as determined in the judges’ sole discretion) will be disqualified. Contestants must hold down the meat for a period of two minutes after the contest. In the event of a tie for first place, the winner will be determined by a one-minute "Eat-off".  The person who finishes the most wings in a one minute time frame, subject to the guidelines above, will be declared the winner. Decision(s) by appointed Judges are final.

Prizes
1 Grand Prize winner will receive a $400 gift certificate towards lodging, golf or ski rentals at Garland Resort in Lewiston, MI.  Certificate expires on 10/30/10. ARV = $400. 
Non-cash prizes are not redeemable for cash.  WRIF reserves the right, in its sole discretion, to substitute any prize with one of equal or greater value.  Winners may not request prize substitution.  Prizes are non-transferable and may not be claimed or used by any person other than the winner.
